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First, I want to point out that this is not the same type of historical fiction that I usually read. I usually

read historical fiction that has a good amount of historical fact mixed in with the fictional aspect of

what the motivation and thoughts were that happened inside these real people's heads.

If you go into this thinking it is a complete work of fiction with

some fun history thrown in here or there, then you will enjoy the pleasant writing style, world

building, and mystery that is throughout this story.Summary (very short):Anne Boleyn has not been

executed. She has given birth to a son. The prologue is done in her voice as she explains the birth

of her child, William. Then step through a time jump and we begin William's story. William is

becoming king. He has been raised for this position and has his two best friends and Elizabeth to

help guide in his rule. There is a fair amount of intrigue, a little bit of love, and a great amount of sex;



however, the biggest aspect of the plot is a mystery which is surprising and not exactly what I

anticipated when going into the book.
