I'm using this book in a number of schools with which I work as a consultant to help teachers create

a school environment that supports the development of thinking and understanding for both

students and teachers. I'm finding the book to be a great resource both as an introduction to the

idea of creating "Cultures of thinking" and as a guide to using thinking routines, which are simple



strategies to support and scaffold students' thinking in the classroom. The book is both practical and

theoretical. Several of the teachers I have been working with say that they have it open on their

desks, dipping into it during the day; we use it also as the springboard for discussion in professional

learning groups, focussing particularly on the early chapters and the last two chapters, and using

routines to structure discussion. One of the strengths of this book is that it can be read straight

through, or dipped into as needed; and the thinking routines matrix is an easy and important

reminder that thinking routines are not just strategies but have clear and distinct purposes in terms

of the thinking they invite.
